


In 1984 President Reagan proclaimed the Friday before Mother’s Day of each year to be Military 

Spouse Appreciation Day in recognition of the “countless personal  sacrifices” military spouses have 

made in support of the Armed Forces. The Military Spouse of the Year (MSOY) award represents the 

entire military spouse community and finally recognizes the sacrifices of today’s military spouse. It 

gives a voice to the hundreds of thousands of spouses who daily give freely of themselves for the 

benefit of others, humbly support their military service member and pursue personal goals in the face 

of monumental challenge and sacrifice. The MSOY is the first of its kind – an award that stands alone 

as the only national award for all military spouses. 

For the third straight year, Military Spouse magazine will honor a military spouse from each of the five 

military branches as well as an overall national winner, based on reader-submitted nominations, as 

the “Military Spouse of the Year.”

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Military Spouse magazine takes a lengthy and structured approach to selecting the winner. We 

engage senior officials within Defense channels to assist in the process. Readers submit nominees, 

and 5 candidates from each of the five service branches are selected. Then readers vote on a branch 

winner and ultimately, a national winner will be awarded the title of Military Spouse of the Year. 

The Military Spouse of the Year then 

begins their yearlong reign, during which 

she carries out the duties associated 

with the title.
